In October 2009 seven members of Westover Hills UMC attended the Five Talent Academy hosted by the Vir-
ginia Annual Conference at the Richmond Sheraton Hot el
speakers were renowned author, speaker, and teacher, Dr. Tony Campolo and his son Bart Campolo, both who have
an extensive background in ministry with the poor.

The Five Talent Academy is designed to enable all Virginia Conference United Methodist Churches to be fruitful
congregations. Its purpose is to foster and support growth and advancement in five ministry areas: Ministry with the
Poor, Worship, Faith Development, Stewardship and Evangelism. Each event will focus on one of the five areas of
ministry where we will learn from an inspirational leader, brainstorm customization of concepts within peer groups,
and have at our disposal 24/7 resources necessary for our church to multiply its God given talents.

Foll owing the event on OMinistry with the Poordé we w
size from across the conference where we could share concepts and learn from one another. In preparation for our
first peer group meeting, which occurred in Colonial Heights, we were asked to reflect on a series of questions about
our outreach and ministry with the poor. The goal is to get every congregation to celebrate, vision for, and expand
its ministry to the poor. The ultimate goal is for every church to be intentional about supporting mission ministries
for the poor with at least 10% of its annual budget.

Our team met and began evaluating where we are as a church. How much mission support do we provide here at
Westover? Our findings were revealing! We learned that if we continue to support all of the efforts that we have
supported over the past two years, we would be giving about 17.1 % to mission in comparison to our annual budget.

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Haiti Earthquake Response
UMCOR is providing emergency grants to the Methodist Church in Haiti and GlobalMedic to ad-
dress the needs of those affected by the devastating earthquake that struck Haiti on Jan. 12.

UMCOR is partnering with GlobalMedic to provide clean drinking water, treatment for severe diar-
rhea, and medical attention to those in need. UMCOR is also supporting GlobalMedic's response
through the deployment of paramedics, water technicians, and doctors to assist those sick or injured.

A hub for water distribution is also being set up to provide 65,000 people daily with clean drinking
water. In addition, about 110,000 sachets of PUR water purifiers, five million Aquatab water purifica-
tion tablets, and 110,000 oral rehydration sachets are being distributed to those who have been forced
from their homes as a result of the earthquake.

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REPORT FROM THE FINANCE COMMITTEE

For the year ended December 31, 2009, final results show that our revenues were $272,589.31
and expenditures were $274,782.78 resulting in a deficit of $2,173.49. Because our revenues did not
materialize as originally projected, we were unable to pay 100% of our apportionments to the Confer-
ence and District, but we did manage to pay 83%. Considering reports from other Churches, we did
well.

The good news is that our budget for 2010 will be $8,143.00 lower than in 2009 as a result of the
reduction in our apportionment payments to the Conference and District for 2010. There are no salary
increases for the staff in 2010 budget. All expenditures will be monitored very closely, particularly
utility costs.

OUR ENDOWMENT FUND
How much do you know about our Church Endowment Fund? Is it doing anything to support the

Church? Letds | ook at this from the viewpoint of wha
In the year 2009 our Endowment Fund provided almost $65,000 to help support the overall
Church spending of $275,000. This is just about 25%

at the role the Endowment Fund is playing. Can they continue?

That is a very good question. How does the Endowment Fund get its resources? The Fund got
started in the early 199006s. At that time its purpos
ment of Church property. This has been done. At its adoption the Fund obtained some investments
from our members and we established an investment relationship with a brokerage firm. The Fund
strategy is to keep its holdings invested so that it regularly gets dividends and interest to provide the
money it needs to support its purpose of handling maintenance and replacement of the Church
property.

Since the Endowment Fund began it was noted that it provided earning capabilities (dividends
and interest) that were beneficial. So it was later decided to move Memorial items to the Fund so
they could participate in this growth opportunity until decisions were made as to how the Memorial
would be used.

As we explore articles about where Endowment Funds are getting their growth to be a good
working force in Church continuity, we dondt find tha
nities. It seems that a major source of Endowment Fund activity that we notice in our research is in
the form wills and similar legacies that Church members provide. This has happened only once in
the Funds history, the Julius Jones legacy, and had enabled us to have the legacy for investing and
also for continuing use in Church operation.

You can help us grow the Endowment Fund by making cash contributions to the Fund if that is
your desire, but please give some thought to how you plan your Estate disposition in your will. Can
the Church Endowment Fund be like one of your children or relatives? WE HOPE SO.
